· Examples would be parents that purchased items, people who took you to a particular place, someone who lent you materials etc.

· Not very long at all, maybe a paragraph.

· This is the only section that can be in 1st person.
Background Research

· Put a fresh copy of your research paper here.

· Examine the scientific process that you are manipulating. 

· Use the bibliography from here at the end of your paper… section M

Statement of the Problem

What is the experimental question?

What was the process that you were manipulating?

Statement of the Hypothesis

What was the original hypothesis and WHY?

Can it be backed up with any reasoning?

Procedure

Please copy and past your procedure into here. Be sure to make all adjustment to the procedure that you found necessary to do as you completed your experiment. (3rd Person) Please be sure to have all parts listed below.

i. Title

ii. Safety symbols if necessary

iii. Materials list, be sure to include quantities

iv. State what the control is.

v. Explain what the variations of the variable are.

vi. Procedure- the meat of the sections

Be sure that it is step-by-step, numbered- Not a paragraph! 

Findings & Data

This is a collection of your data tables and of pictures and sketches that you have done along the way.

No formal writing is necessary in this section.

· This is the data and observations. 

· This section does not require any additional writing; just gather all observations!
· Include data tables, typed. Handwritten data will be placed in the appendix.

· Include qualitative observations…. Sketches, diagrams, pictures.

Conclusions

Analysis of Hypothesis

State whether or not the hypothesis was correct. Prove it with data! There should be at least three sets of numbers in this paragraph! 
Fairness of the Experiment

Discuss the fairness of the experiment. Were all factors controlled except for the independent variable?

Recommendations

Changes Needed in the Experimental Design

If you were to do the experiment again what would you need to do different to conduct a fair and repeatable experiment?

Other Areas of Interest 

Now that the experimentation is complete, please write at least three related testable questions that are related to your topic of study. These can be three (or more partners!) bullet statements. 
Statistical Analysis


Include 2-3 paragraphs that cover/ analyze the trends of your data. This section should be no more than 2 pages. 

· Insert a copy of all of graphs here; trials & averages.  

· Additional graphs may be created for this section if they are relevant to the experiment and show new and additional findings.

· Analyze the data that is shown in the graphs! This was started originally with captions to the graphs; now go into more depth.

· This section should be 2-3 paragraphs. 

· Be sure to site data!
References

· This is the bibliography 
· 7+ sources for individuals, 13+ sources for partners!

· Remember that bibliographies can be created with the help of online resources.
· Make sure that it is alphabetical and is not divided by different media sources!
